





Lesson 2 Time

(minutes)

Individual activity — Community images
e Remind pupils that they have been exploring the word ‘community’ through core

value words such as ‘friendship’. 10
» To develop this, ask pupils to search for community-related images on the web,

such as pictures of a church, a football club, a school or a family. It may be

useful to use Google Image Search.
e Have a variety of images available if access to computers is restricted.
e Pupils should choose one image that they think most closely represents their

own experience.

Group activity — What it means to me

* Encourage pupils to share ideas about how to relate their designs to their work on
community in Citizenship. Useful links can be made to other Google Citizenship 15
lessons at www.google.co.uk/intl/en/schools/secondary-citizenship.html
e Ask pupils to think about how they can convey the importance of community in
their doodles. This should be about what community means to them personally
rather than in a general sense. How could they use colour? How could they
incorporate images of what they do? How could the shape of the letters in the
Google logo support their ideas?

Individual activity — Three good reasons

e Give pupils examples of the Google logo to work from.
e Pupils should prepare a sheet of sketches of doodles before selecting one main
idea to work on in their final presentation. A template for doing this can be
found at www.google.co.uk/doodledgoogle 20
e Encourage pupils to peer review their work and help each other in the selection
process.
* Pupils should give three good reasons for the selection of their final design.

Plenary — A supporting statement

e Remind pupils that each doodle should have a short supporting statement, of no

more than 50 words, to accompany their logo. This must sum up the essence of

what community means to them. 15
e Ask pupils to make a list of words that could be included in their supporting

statements.
e Pupils should then write a few versions of their statement and decide which

statement goes best with their doodle.

Extension/Homework

e Pupils should develop their final design and write their supporting statement.
e Ask pupils to create a word art version of their own name that reflects their
personality and interests.
