Lesson 2 Time
(minutes)

Individual ICT activity — Where is my community?
e Ask the class to look up their local town, village or city on an internet mapping
site such as Google Maps.
e You may wish to provide detailed, local maps if computer access is problematic. j_O
e Challenge pupils to mark five significant people from their own local community
on the map, for example Granny, schoolteacher, a good friend and so on.

Research activity

e Now ask the pupils to work with a map of Britain and mark where other people
whom they consider to be part of their community live.

e Why do they consider these people to be part of their community even though 20
they live elsewhere? Talk about the interests that link them, for example family
ties, interests and hobbies, clubs.

e Can they extend these links to other countries by thinking of significant people
that live in different communities around the world?

e Give pupils the names of global figures, for example Roberto Carlos (football),
Hillary Clinton (politics), Youssou N'Dour (music). Pupils should find out who
they are and which communities they are from. For example, the football team
Roberto Carlos is part of, the sporting community, the town in which he lives,
and so on.

e Pupils share their responses and begin to compile a list of different
communities.

Individual activity — My world

e Pupils create a mind map of their own lives and include different people and
activities that are important to them. Encourage pupils to use different colours
to emphasise different aspects of their life such as ‘My Family’, ‘My Hobbies’, 15
‘My Friends’. Explain that who they are and what they do makes up their
community.
e Ask pupils to imagine their ideal world. Pupils should pick three important words
that would be at the centre of their ideal world (e.g. honesty, safety, respect or
friendship). Write these on a sticky note.

Group Activity - Small world

e Encourage pupils to think about how technology has played a role in making the
global community seem smaller.

e Ask pupils to list the different kinds of technology that have enabled us to 5
communicate so easily across continents. Do they think this is always a benefit
to society or does it also have negative consequences?

Plenary

* Pupils take turns sticking their notes, with core values on them, onto a map
of the world or a globe, reading them out as they do so. This map will then 20
represent their ideal world.
