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Lesson 2		 						           

Class activity – Street talk
�Show examples of words and lettering that have been used in street art, for •	
example the work of the graffiti artist Banksy, the Tintin images in Brussels, or 
murals in Northern Ireland. Display these for inspiration.
�Ask pupils to think about what the shape, the colour and the size of the lettering •	
contributes to its message.
�Pairs select one image and present main findings to the class on the use of •	
colour, form and overall impact on the viewer.

Individual activity – Doodle 4 Google
�Remind pupils about the ‘Doodle 4 Google’ competition and invite them to show •	
their initial community doodles from last lesson.
�Ask pupils to rework their rough designs with their own communities in mind. •	
Ask them to think about the structure of the letters and how these could 
incorporate the buildings, people or values in their communities.
�Pupils should experiment with colour and form to prepare several rough versions •	
of their design.

Plenary – Supporting statement
�Pupils should prepare their supporting statements to go with their doodles. •	
Pupils should really focus on what community means to them or what it could 
mean to them in an ideal future.

Extension/Homework
�Pupils could choose one example of community art or a painting that they •	
find stimulating. They should put it in the centre of a large piece of paper and 
annotate it with all the ideas that it inspires in them.
�Pupils could create their final doodle and supporting statement for the •	
competition entry, thinking carefully about community values.
�Ask pupils to think about how art can be important in a community; in the •	
American Depression, for example, patchworks became popular as a way of 
recycling old clothes into quilts that kept people warm.
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
