England — Key Stage 2

¢ Exploring and developing ideas: record from
experience and imagination, to select and record from
first-hand observation and to explore ideas for different
purposes. collect visual and other information.

e Investigating and making: apply their experience
of materials and processes, including drawing,
developing their control of tools and techniques. Use
a variety of methods and approaches to communicate
observations.

e Evaluating and developing: compare ideas, methods
and approaches in their own and others’ work and say
what they think and feel about them and adapt their
worK.

¢ Knowledge and understanding of: visual and tactile
elements, including colour, pattern and texture, line
and tone, shape, form and space and how these
elements can be combined and organised for different
purposes.

¢ Finding things out: to talk about what information
they need and how they can find and use it. Prepare
information for development using ICT, including
selecting suitable sources, finding information,
classifying it and checking it for accuracy.

e Developing ideas and making things happen: by
bringing together, organising and reorganising text,
tables, images and sound as appropriate.

¢ Reviewing, modifying and evaluating: what they and
others have done to help them develop their ideas.
Describe and talk about the effectiveness of their work
with ICT. Talk about how they could improve future
work.

Northern Ireland — Key Stage 2

* Engage with observing, investigating and responding to
first-hand experiences, memory and imagination.

e Look at and talk about the work of artists.

¢ Develop understanding of visual elements of colour,
tone, line, shape etc.

e Talk about their own and other’s work.

ICT

ICT is integrated throughout the curriculum.

Pupils use ICT to handle and communicate information
and solve problems.

They process, present and exchange their ideas and
translate their thinking into creative outcomes that show
an awareness of audience and purpose. They collaborate
within and beyond the classroom, to share and exchange
their work and to exhibit and showcase their learning.

Wales — Key Stage 2

Art and Design

e Understanding: describe and make comparisons
between their own work and that of others. Evaluate
the methods and results of their own work through
discussion, writing and reflection.

e Investigating: opportunities to select and record from
observation, experience, memory and imagination.
Investigate using a variety of materials. Organise
reference materials and resources to develop ideas,
themes and feelings.

¢ Making: explore with line, tone, colour, pattern,
texture, shape and form. Design and make two
dimensional images.

ICT

e Learners develop their ICT skills across the curriculum
by finding, developing, creating and presenting
information and ideas and by using a wide range of
equipment and software.

e Learners work collaboratively and individually.

e Learners show progression in ICT in ‘Communicating
ideas’.

Art and Design

e Investigating visually and recording: with guidance
attempt details, using a given number of ways of
recording (e.g. drawing).

e Using media: experiment with a given range of media
demonstrating basic understanding of the uses and
limitations of these.

¢ Using visual elements: use the visual elements with
guidance to make images or objects in drawing.

e Creating and designing: produce images which show
some understanding of the visual elements and their use
(e.g. in drawing).

e Communicating: convey feelings, ideas and emotions,
real and imagined, in two and three dimensions.

ICT

e Using the technology: building of knowledge and
understanding of the technology and the development of
skills and confidence in using the technology effectively
and responsibly.

e Creating and presenting; the development of the ICT
knowledge and skills that pupils will need to create and
effectively present their own ideas and other material.

e Searching and researching; the development of skills and
concepts in using ICT to search for information and to
research topics. It involves the effective use of resources
such as CD-ROMs and the internet.
